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UA offers rare astronomy camp

Q. Where can a teen-ager learn
more about astronomy in a sum-
mer camp experience? Do obser-
vatories run programs like the
Space Camp?

A. There is one such camp, run
by the University of Arizona.

Based in Tucson, the camp will
include a tour of the famous ilitt
Peak National Observatory and
make use of a planetarium and
observatory in Tucson during the
first three days.

The final four days will be

spent at the university’s Steward
Observatory, atop Mount Lem-
mon just outside Tucson.

The campers, ages 13 to 16, will
live in the astronomers’ dormi-
tories and use a variety of tele-
scopes, including one with a 61-

inch-diameter mirror. During the

day, they will also go on hikes to
study the geology of the area,
desert plant and animal life.
